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“In the time of King Herod, after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea, wise men from the
East came to Jerusalem, asking, ‘Where is the child who has been born king of the Jews? For
we observed his star at its rising, and have come to pay him homage.” (Matthew 2:1, 2)

So begins the Epiphany story. Though often included in the Christmas story, this
story about the wise men bringing gifts to the Christ child is celebrated on a day of its own,
January 6™. You may have thought that your Christmas celebration had come to an end, but
the twelve days of Christmas continue on to Epiphany Day, which then marks the beginning
of a new church year season. It is during those weeks of the Epiphany season that we sud-
denly see Jesus emerge from infancy to his baptism to the beginning of his ministry. But the
theme raised in the Epiphany story from Matthew 2 is carried out through the season.
“Epiphany” means “manifestation” and the story reminds us how the message of the Christ
child is carried to the whole world. Wherever the “East” was for those wise men, it indi-
cates all those places beyond our horizon where the good news of the Christ is carried — so
“the whole world knows”.

During the Advent season this year we collected money for the sister synod of our
Eastern North Dakota Synod of the ELCA, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in the Central
African Republic. The CAR is an economically deprived country, landlocked in the heart of
Africa. The gifts raised by churches in our synod have many goals: for instance, to provide
fresh, clean drinking water for an entire village through “spring boxes”, to put roofs on 30
churches which are currently waiting for roofs, to staff and supply the Emmanuel Clinic in
Gallo, to equip the CAR seminary and provide trained pastors and catechists to share the
Good News of Jesus Christ, and many other needs. Thanks to your support through the
mini M & M tubes which were distributed for “Mission and Ministry in the CAR”, we as a
congregation raised $965.44 for this project. Thank you for your generosity in meeting a
need beyond our walls!

During the month of January and on into the coming months we will offer more
ways in which we as a congregation can share that Epiphany theme. Read the article in this
newsletter about the adult forums scheduled for Sunday mornings in January in which we
look at local mission fields right here in our synod. Watch for how we will join in another
community-based event to “Feed My Starving Children”. And watch for many other empha-
ses sponsored by our Board of Church in Society to be at mission in our world.

May the message we shared in the Christmas story continue to motivate us to share
that good news with the whole world! Epiphany blessings to you!
